Enclosed are the parade rules and guidelines as well as the application. Entry numbers will be assigned the day of the parade.  For those coming to the High School, we will line up in the same manor as we did last year.  
This year's festival will once again feature rides by Murray Bros. PARADE RULES AND REGULATIONS

2010 NAVY BEAN FALL FESTIVAL PARADE

DATE & TIME OF THE PARADE: Saturday October 9, 2010 10:30 AM (EDT) 

PARADE LINEUP WILL BEGIN AT: 8:30AM at Rising Sun High School

ANTIQUE TRACTORS LINE UP AT 9:00 AM at the Library on Second St.  

HORSES & HORSE DRAW ENTRIES LINE UP AT 9:00AM at Ohio County Fairgrounds 
All parade entries require registration by October 8, 2010.  Please mail entries to Navy Bean Fall Festival Parade, P.O. Box 198, Rising Sun, IN 47040 or dropped off at the Historic Downtown office on the corner of Main and Walnut.  Judging begins 9:30 am.  Must be present & lined up prior to 9:15 am to be judged.

GRAND BEAN AWARD -Best Overall Float Presentation

Judging of the entries is point system according to appearance (40 points), workmanship (30 points), and originality (30 points).
FLOATS: Floats may be pulled with a Tractor or Truck. NO RIDERS IN THE BACK OF A TRUCK PULLING A Please check in at the High School parking lot, Henrietta St., for a parade number and line up for parade. 
VEHICLES/TRUCKS:  Cars, vans and trucks are permitted in the parade and may be decorated or have a sign hung on the side. No riders will be permitted to stand in the back of a truck. Riders in the back of a truck must be sitting on a seat (chair, hay bale, etc.) or on the floor of the truck bed. The tailgate must be in the locked position at all times during the parade. No riders are permitted to ride on the side of the truck, the side of the truck bed, tailgate or top of the truck cab. Violators will be pulled from the parade by the Rising Sun Police Department or an authorized person.
ATV’S AND MOTORCYCLE RIDERS:

All riders of ATV’s and motorcycles must wear a helmet if under the age of 18. (No exceptions!). All riders under 10 years of age must ride with an Adult.  Only one rider 
per ATV will be allowed, unless under 10 years of age and accompanied by an adult.  
ANTIQUE TRACTORS:
All Antique Tractors will unload at the Fryman parking lot, Maiden Lane and S. Poplar St., and drive to library parking lot on Second St. and sign in with Max & Peg Dickson for a parade number and line up. 
EQUESTRIAN RIDERS / DRAWN WAGONS 
All horseback riders will unload at the Ohio County Fair Grounds, 4th St. and Fairground                                                            Rd., and sign in at the check in table for a parade number to line up for parade. 
1. Floats must be pulled with a tractor or truck. NO RIDERS IN THE BACK OF A TRUCK PULLING A FLOAT.  NO RIDERS OTHER THAN THE DRIVER ARE PERMITTED ON A TRACTOR PULLING A FLOAT.

2. TREATS AND /OR OTHER ITEMS distributed from units will be by someone walking along the side of a unit. Absolutely no throwing from units! This is for safety purposes. 
3. No obscene, offensive material will be permitted.  Offenders will be removed from parade line –up.

4. Drinking of alcoholic beverages prior to and during the parade WILL NOT BE TOLERATED. Offenders will be disqualified and removed from the parade line-up. 

5. NO SMOKING on or near parade units.  

6. Insurance for Public Liability and Property Damage is strongly recommended.
7. Parade participants should be appropriately and attractively dressed, uniformed and /or costumed. 

8. Horseback riders and drivers of horse drawn wagons must be in control of their horse(s) at all times. Children under the age of 10 riding a horse alone must have a person walking beside them, riding alongside or with them to help control their horse. For safety reasons, all horses will be placed at the end of the parade line-up away from loud parade entries. 

Parade Route: Main Street to Walnut Street. Turn right on Walnut Street. Turn left on Second Street. Turn right on Poplar Street.  Turn right on First Street.  Turn right on Mulberry Street and left and go back to high school (Henrietta Street) or place of line-up. Horses and horse drawn wagons will turn right on Mulberry Street and proceed to Fourth Street (to avoid noise at high school) to go back to Fairgrounds. For safety purposes, tractors, please park at the high school after the parade with your engines off until all horses clear Mulberry Street then proceed to antique display area or trailers. 

“Spotters” will be stationed along the parade route to insure the above rules are enforced and safety guidelines are followed.
